REQUEST FOR EXPRESSIONS OF INTEREST

GEO-MAPPING & GOVERNANCE UNIT HEAD
The Government of the Philippines (GOP) has received a loan from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development - World Bank (IBRD-WB), amounting to FIVE HUNDRED ONE MILLION TWO HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS (US$501,250,000) for the purpose of financing the ‘Philippine Rural Development Project (PRDP) ‘and it intends to apply part of the proceeds of this loan to payments for the hiring of interested applicants to fill up the vacant position of GEO-MAPPING & GOVERNANCE UNIT HEAD. 
The PRDP is a six-year (2013-2018) initiative of the government envisioned to increase farm and fishery productivity and incomes in target areas in all 16 regions of the country.  The program seeks to achieve this objective by improving access of farmers and other industry players to a strategic network of infrastructure, market information and support services.  Specific investments and interventions are to be implemented under four central components of the program, namely: 1) Investments for AFMP Planning at the Local and National Levels (I-PLAN); 2) Intensified Building Up of Infrastructure and Logistics for Development (I-BUILD); 3) Investments for Rural Enterprises and Agricultural and Fisheries Productivity (I-REAP); and 4) Implementation Support to PRDP (I-SUPPORT).
Scope of Work: 

The Geo-Mapping & Governance Unit Head shall be engaged in the Project by providing services, inputs and support to the Project’s implementation and capacity-building activities.  The following are the tasks and responsibilities, deliverables, and qualification standards for the said position.

a) Geo-Mapping & Governance Unit Head
1. Position & Responsibilities: 

As Geo-Mapping & Governance Unit Head, the person is tasked to: 

· Guide and supervise the members of the PSO-Mindanao GGU unit in performing their respective tasks in line by ensuring due compliance thru use of various GGU Tools for transparency and accountability;

· Lead the overall analysis and review of GGU-AGT requirement that needs to be incorporated in Feasibility Studies and Business Proposals submitted by P/MPMIUs. This will warrant that all I-BUILD and I-REAP subprojects are in compliance with GGU-AGT requirements as stipulated in the GGU-AGT Implementation Guidelines

· Develop/enhance the Applied Geo-Mapping Technology (AGT) Tools for effective implementation of PRDP sub-project by promoting transparency and total public disclosure mechanism;

· Finalize GGU assessment results based on geo-tag photos and tracks submitted by RPCOs and P/MPMIUs before they can be submitted to NPCO;

· Prepare training modules and assist in the conduct of trainings in geo-mapping works;

· Provide technical assistance to I-BUILD, I-REAP, I-Support and I-Plan Components in the conduct of all geo-mapping activities of PSO, RPCO and PPMIU;

· Conduct actual field validation/supervision work in coordination with I-BUILD and I-REAP Component;

· Provide technical assistance to NPCO, PSO, RPCO and PPMIU in collecting, processing and posting of Geo-mapping output for uploading on-line and on the web-site;

· Recommend improvements in the GGU system over time during implementation of the system; and

· Perform other related tasks as provided for, in the GGU Implementation Guidelines

2. Required Outputs and Deliverables
In performing the abovementioned tasks, the head of the PSO GGU Unit shall produce the following outputs during the course of implementation of the project:

· Functional “Applied Geo-Mapping Technology” Tools for smooth and effective implementation of PRDP sub-projects by promoting transparency and total public disclosure;

· GGU assessment/review reports to be submitted to PSO Mindanao and NPCO with findings and recommendations on the following: Geotag photos and tracks submitted by P/MPMIUs, Feasibility Studies, Business Proposals, Billing, subproject monitoring/supervision, subproject validations and operation and maintenance;

· Report on trainings and other activities conducted by the GGU Unit;

· Field validation reports to be submitted to PSO Mindanao Management and other component/unit concerns; and,

· Others as contained in the GGU Implementation Guidelines.

3. Qualification Standards:
· Education: A graduate of any four (4) year course;

· Work Experience: 
· At least two (2) years of relevant experience in GGU works involving foreign assisted projects (FAPs);

· Experience in the designing and implementing GGU-AGT Tools;

· Experience in providing GGU technical assistance to RPCOs and LGUs as part of international donor-funded projects applying best practices relative to GGU systems applications; and, 

· Demonstrated experience in the reviewing business proposals, feasibility studies, geotag photos in support to contractor’s billings and other documents wherever AGT requirement is necessary.

· Knowledgeable on GPS technology and mobile technologies and on Geomapping (e.g Geolocation, Geocommons, Geotagging, QGIS); 

In addition, the applicant should have:

· Interpersonal and teamwork skills;

· Inter-organizational management skills in working with various organizations, NGOs, POs Government, LGUs, private sectors, etc.; and

· Willingness to conduct field travels and immersion in the project sites.

Reporting Responsibilities:

The Geo-mapping and Governance Unit Head shall report directly to the PSO- Project Director /Deputy Project Director.  He/she shall provide a semi monthly basis Daily Time Record (DTR) (15th and 30th day of the month with a written accomplishment report.

Only applications received on or before May 29, 2015 at 10:00 AM will be considered. Short-listed applicants will be contacted for the schedule of written examination and interview.
