The Government of the Philippines (GOP) has received a loan from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development - World Bank (IBRD-WB), amounting to FIVE HUNDRED ONE MILLION TWO HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS (US$501,250,000) for the purpose of financing the Philippine Rural Development Project (PRDP) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds of this loan to payments for the hiring of interested applicants to fill up the vacant position of One (1) LGU Finance Supervisor.
The PRDP is a six-year (2013-2018) initiative of the government envisioned to increase farm and fishery productivity and incomes in target areas in all 16 regions of the country.  The project seeks to achieve this objective by improving access of farmers and other industry players to a strategic network of infrastructure, market information and support services.  Specific investments and interventions are to be implemented under four central components of the program, namely: 1) Investments for AFMP Planning at the Local and National Levels (I-PLAN); 2) Intensified Building Up of Infrastructure and Logistics for Development (I-BUILD); 3) Investments for Rural Enterprises and Agricultural and Fisheries Productivity (I-REAP); and 4) Implementation Support to PRDP (I-SUPPORT).

Scope of Work

 The LGU Finance Supervisor will provide services, inputs and support to the Project’s implementation and capacity-strengthening activities for the PRDP. He/She will be stationed in the Project Support Office (PSO) Mindanao. He/She will be directly under the supervision of the Finance Unit Head who will likewise be reporting to the Project Director of Mindanao in close coordination with the Deputy Project Director. 
Specifically the tasks of the LGU Finance Supervisor will include but not limited to:

· Provide inputs and assists in updating the financial management guidelines for PRDP;

· Monitor the disbursement of PRDP-PSO Mindanao Cluster and ensure that the disbursement targets are attained/followed and revise and update if necessary;

· Assists in the conduct of PRDP Orientation /Training particularly in the financial aspect of the project and act as resource speaker;

· Prepares/consolidates the annual financial report of PRDP;

· Reviews the liquidation reports submitted by RPCO’s and see to it that liquidations are submitted on time;

· Monitors the fund releases of LGUs unliquidated advances and take necessary actions for unliquidated more than 90 days;

·  Provides technical assistance and recommendations on financial problems encountered  by RPCO’s and LGUs;
· Perform other tasks as deemed necessary in relations to component deliverables and/or as requires by the program management;
